In New Jersey, as elsewhere around the country, having a validde r 6 s | i cens
the key to getting and keeping a job, especially for people just entering or returning to the
workforce. Many of the entrlevel jobs with career possibilities in growing fieldencluding
the building and construction trades, amtdbile mechanics, and commercial drivingequire
a drivero6s |l i cense. Ot her j obs in this s
transportation. For urban residents hoping to take advantage of the job growth occurring in
suburban areas, the atyilto drive is a necessity. The demands of child care and other family
responsibilities increase the need for transportation independence among new and returning
workers.

As a consequence, driver 6s l i cense SUSCf¥
employment in New Jersey for urban residents and others seeking work in the state. There are
over 400 grounds for suspension in New Jeifisegany of which have nothing to do with
unsafe driving. In fact, a recent review of New Jersey license suspensions ahgiygar
found that over half of all suspensions were imposed for financial reasons including failure to
pay fines, surcharges and other penal ties.
multiple reasons, or on multiple charges, at the same tBoene suspensions are imposed by
the courts, and some by the New Jersey Motor Vehicle Commission. The procedures to
address each of these kinds of suspension vary greatly, and navigating more than one at a time
can be confusing and logistically challengingestoring a license that has been suspended can
be costly as well.

Public and private agencies and advocates around the state who are providing job
training and job search assistance have also found their work frustrated by the prevalence of
licensesuspension among the individuals they are trying to help.

The purpose of this manual is to help individuals with suspended licenses and
their advocatesi anyone who, formally or informally, is providing help and guidancei
understand the complex webof aws and regul ations affecting
in New Jersey and to provide a road map of how to go about getting a license restored. It
is our hope that this manual can help more New Jersey residents reach employment and
greater economic staility.



Overview: How to Use This Manual

This manual should be used as a basic guide to license suspension and restoration in New
Jersey. It describes the different types of suspension and what needs to be done in each case to resolve
the problem. lalso explains where to get information about individual situations. This manual will not
be able to answer every question you may have, or describe in detail all of the laws and regulations that
affect each case. It should help you know what questicaskicand who can provide the answers.

The sections that follow take you through the three major steps of solving a license suspension problem:

Step One

First, you must find out the cause or causes of suspension. This requires obtaining and
interpretinga  dr i ver 6s abstract, which provides a d:

Step Two

Next, youodll need to identify what must be d

These descriptions are designed to give you
appropriate authorities and take steps to get the suspension lifted. If there is more than one
suspension, you will havto addressach ondefore proceeding to Step Three.

Throughout the manual, we have included in the margins some helpful tips and references to
the specific New Jersey laws and regulations pertaining to the suspensions discussed in the text.

In Appendies A and B, we also provide two worksheets designed to help you collect the
specific information youdl|l need to address
suspensions youbre dealing with, you nmmay nee
manual 6s ot her appendices provide you with o
the appendices in the margins.

Step Three
Finally, you must get the license restored by paying the restoration fee.

While we have tried to be as complete asdaccurate as possible in presenting this material,
users of this manual should be aware that laws and regulations change, as do the policies and practices
of agencies and courts. It is important to call and ask questions and confirm what you muisttde wi
appropriate court or agency. We have provided phone numbers and web sites to help you with this
process.

Step Two: Types of Suspension and How to Address Them
The Basics

How long does the suspension last? There are, in general, two
kinds of d ruspersiond: susgernsions wiich lass for a specific, s
period of time, and those which last until you have paid a fine or complied w
some other requirement. For example, in addition to imposing fines, munici
courts may s us pe ndxnmonthd toiayearrfdy driving wltile
suspended. You must wait that period of time before seeking reinstatemen
you have more than one suspension of this kind, they will run one after the ot
The second kind of suspension is most often impésethilure to pay a fine or
fee, such as a parking ticket or an insurance surcharge. The driver will hav
pay all or part of that amount to regain driving privileges, and the suspension
last until the driver has paid the fine in full or arranggolhyment plan approved
by the court.

Who Suspends? As discussed earlier, all suspensions do not corr
from the same place. It is important to know which of the various courts
agencies is responsible for the suspension you are trying to addressebhea
will determine where you go and what you must do to lift the suspension. Sao
suspensions are imposed toynicipal courts, which are the courts of the cities,
townships and boroughs of New Jersey. In order to address those suspens
you will need to contact the specific municipal court that ordered the suspens
In other cases, such as violations
imposed by th&uperior Court of New Jersey. (The Superior Court is the State
level trial court.

Mandatory or discretionary? Suspension can either be
mandatory, which means that the law requires that a suspension be imposec
discretionary, meaning that a judge or the MVC can suspend a license, but
law does not require them to do so. If a suspension is discretionary, then a di
may have the ability to avoid suspension, or present good reasons to i
suspension. If the suspensionmandatory, the law usually fioids a judge from

Driving Whil e Intoxicated (DWI) : New Jersey law provides for a
sliding scale of suspension for DWI based on the existence of prior DWI offenses.
first offender typically faces a mandatory suspension of seven months that the court
extend, in its discretion, tcsdong as one year. (For a first offender whose blood alcoh
level was less than 0.10 percent, the term of suspension is only three months.) Se
offenders face a mandatory twear suspension, and third and subsequent offenses e
a mandatory tefyear suspension.

Driving While Suspended or Without a License : Driving while
suspended will lead to further suspension, with the length of time varying depending
the reason for the underlying suspension. Driving without a license will also lead t
suspension, which functions as a delay of several months to several years before a lic
can be obtained, or in the case of those under the legal driving age a delay begin
from the point of license eligibility. For suspensions for driving witholitcense MVC
will assign a license number with the suspension in order to complete the suspension.

Who Suspends? For general traffic violations, habitual offenders,
excessive points, and driving while suspended, suspensions are imposed b
MVC, thoughcourts can impose suspensions for traffic violations as well, or
part of the penalty for conviction in DWI cases.

With regard to DWI, reinstatement of driving privileges is discretiona
and the driver will have to apply to the MVC (see above). diiver may be
required to show completion of drug and alcohol and highway safety progr
(which may have been ordered as part of the sentence).

is imposed. At that time, thentire remaining surcharge amount becomes due.
For example, if a driver with surcharges for driving under suspension fails to pe
the first $250 installment, the license wikk Buspended and the entire $750 will
become due immediately.

Failure to pay also means the MVC can (and, in most cases, will) seek
Acertificate of debt o fr om plustart c®sisp e
of 20% of the sum owed. Interest drattotal sunit he fAj udgmient
then begins to accrue.

Who Suspends? Suspensions are imposed by the MVC.

Mandatory or Discretionary? Mandatory, except that the MVC
may permit payment on an installment basis. As long as the driver is ma&ing t
installment payments, the license will not be suspended. MVC can also restc
driving privileges after a suspension has occurred, based on an agreement to pay
outstanding debt on an installment basis, or upon partial payment according to
the installmentplan. The MVC has interpreted the law to require these
installment agreements to be limited to twelve months at most, and will offer
only six months at first if the amount is under $1,000. However, if there is a
judgment for a large amount of money, th®/C can offer a longer payout
period; you just have to ask. Failure to make an installment payment will lead to
another suspension. MVC also has discretion to waive the interest that accrues on
surcharges during any period of incarceration. Contact MMEcHarges
((609)2927500) for more information.
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How long does the suspension last? In theory, the suspension
lasts until the surcharges are paid, but the MVC will usually agree to permit ¢
installment agreement (see above). With an installment ptangl privileges
can be restored once some portion of the debt has been paid. Officially, t
regulations permit restoration after twenty percent has been paid. In practice 1
MVC often restores after ten percent or less is paid.

Where do | go to get information about the suspension?
The MVC is the authority here. You can call the special phone number fc
insurance surcharges and suspensions, whi(B0B) 2927500 However, the
responsibility for collecting unpaid insurance surcharges that hae dent to
the court for a judgment will eventually be transferred to a collection agency.
a driver has received communication from a collection agency or a law firr
representing the agency, contact should be made with them directly. It should
ableto provide information and negotiate any payment agreement.

What is the procedure for lifting the suspension? As
explained above, the driver with insurance surcharges is going to have to p
what is owed, either in one sum or through an installmemteagent worked out
with the MVC or its collection agency. Payment to the MVC of the total amoun
owed, once you have called to find out what that is, can be done in person,
mail, or with a credit card over the Internet. If payment is through a coltecti
agency, a representative of that agency should be able to tell you where to si
the money. If a driver has requested an installment agreement, which can
done by phone or by mail, he or she should receive in the mail a notice detaili
the terms othat agreement. It is thus very important to be sure that MVC (o
collection agency, i f any) has the
notices were not received.

Other things | need to know?

* WARNING! A person suspended for failure taayp insurance
surcharges who is caught driving while under suspension is subject to
additional judgment of $3,000.

* WARNING! Be sure to negotiate a payment plan that is within the
driver ds means. Falling behinds, on
additional interest and even-seu s pensi on of the driwv
push for a more generous plan than to run the risk of higher costs and n
suspensions down the road.

* REMEMBER : Once all of the insurance surcharges, or the peragntag
of the charges necessary to lift the suspension, have been paid, the driver will ¢
need to pay the reinstatement fee in order to be able to drive legally.

F. FAILURE TO PAY A COU RT- ORDERED PENALTY

Description : When a county or municipal court has ordered a Ne
Jersey driver to pay any sort of penaltyypically, a fine for a traffic violation,
but also including court costs and fees, and other judgmerthe court can
suspend the driverods | icense for f¢
drivero6s failure. Li kewi se, i f t h
defendant to pay a large fine in installments, a late or missigggd --
particularly if not explained- can also lead to suspension.

In addition, the New Jersey Superior Court can suspend the license o
individual convicted of a crime if he or she has failed to pay any fines
restitutioni or any installments ira payment agreemeiit that the court has
ordered. Thi s includes, for exan
reductiono or ADEDRO penalties tha
various drugelated crimes in New Jersey.

Who suspends? The suspnsion is ordered by the court where the
money is owed the municipal court of a particular municipality or the Superio
Court.

Mandatory or discretionary? Suspension for failure to pay is
discretionary, but very common. As with suspensions for faituegppear, there
is a new law that seems to compel the court to consider the hardship that wi
result from suspension based upon where the driver lives.

How long does the suspension last?  The suspension will usually
last until the fine or installmemayment is paid. However, a recent amendmer
to N.J.S.A. 39:41.39.10(9)(b) requires the court to consider whether, in light ¢
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where the driver lives, suspension could result in hardship. A driver withc
access to public transit, for example, can and Ishatgue for the suspension
order to be lifted even before s/he pays the underlying fine or fee.

G. FAILURE TO PAY PARKI NG TICKETS

requires that people who are indigent or réiogl public benefits €.g., TANF,
SSI, GA) must be permitted to pay fines on an installment basis, but licenses

Juveniles not yebld enough to drive can have their eligibility to drive postponed
by the length of suspension.

Who suspends? The suspension will be ordered by the judge in a
criminal or delinquency proceeding. This is done in the Superior Court.

Mandatory or discret ionary? This will depend on the particular
offense. As noted above, for drugjated and certain other kinds of offenses, the
suspension is mandatory. For others, such as when a motor vehicle was use
the commission of an offense, suspension withbine discretion of the judge.

How long does the suspension last?  The suspension will last for
the period of time specified by the judge.

Where do | go to get information about the suspension?
Generally, for information about a criminal proceediggu should go to the
Criminal Division Manager for the county in which the sentencing took place

Those on parole or probation should ask their assigned officers.

What is th e procedure for lifting the suspension? Unless it is
discretionary (in which case, see Appendix G), the suspension cannot be lift
until the period of time specified by the judge at sentencing has expired.

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DO6S AND DONO6TS FOR ADVOCATES

DO make sure you have identifiadl the suspensions to which the driver is subjettany
drivers have multiple suspensions.

DO ask as many questions as it takes to understand the facts of each suspension. It's better to
keep someone on the phone an extra few minutes than to have to call back.

DO be upfront about what you're tryinp do. Most of the people you'll encounter on the phone,
at the MVC, and in New Jersey's municipal courts are willing to help and are sympathetic to the
difficulty of getting a suspended license restored.

DO follow up and make sure the driver is keepingwith the payment schedule ordered by the
court or agreed to by the MVC. Falling behind in payments can lead to new suspensions,
additional fines, and other penalties.

DO encourage the driver to seek financial assistance to pay fines. Some joly taaidigocial
welfare programs have funds to help participants get out from under the burdens of debts and
license suspensions.

DO assist your clients by being a voice for them. Municipal courts and the MVC are generally

friendly to the idea of peopleik you fiassi stingo or fAspeaking for
their licenses back. Don't be shy about helping in this way, but always make sure people know

you are not an attorney.

DON'T take out your frustration on court clerks or MVC staff. Theiiphs invaluable and you
need them to be your allies.

DON'T do everything for your clients in this process. Handling the process themselves can help
drivers gain confidence, understand the law, and develop skills and habits that will be helpful in
othe areas.

DON'T pretend that you are the driver's lawyer if you're not an attorney. This manual
sometimes refers to the suspended driver as ny
convenience for the reader. If you are not an attorney who is aenembof New Jer seyds |
cannot render | egal advice or fArepresentd someo
constitute the unauthorized practice of law and could subject you to civil and criminal penalties.
